NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that the City Council for the City of Irwin will conduct a public hearing at their regular meeting scheduled on April 7, 2026 at 6:00 p.m. at Bonneville County Sheriff’s Office, 3329 Swan Valley Hwy., Swan Valley, ID 83449 on the application of Salt Clay and Stone, LLC for Conditional Use Permit for 4800 square feet of retail and medical office space, of Bonneville County Parcel No. RPD00000211724, a 10.872 acre vacant lot on Highway 26, and described more fully as follows:
