P&Z REPORT:  
a. Issued Permit 2025-12 Worton Barndominium on Barrus; and Permit 2025-13 Moedl 24x36 Shed at 257 S River Run.   Jay reported that both Swan Valley and Irwin need updated zoning ordinance.  City attorney is willing to write the updated zoning ordinance at a cost of $10-12K, to be split by Swan Valley and Irwin.
Bonneville County is requiring Irwin’s Area of Impact be updated from 1 mile to 2 miles outside city limits.
MAYOR’S REPORT: 
a. Jackson nuisance property:  Only way to put pressure on the parties is to file suit against all owners.
b. Mayor will be winterizing the park building in the next week or two.

CLERK’S REPORT:
